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The process

The identification of issues that
need to be addressed by the
Neighbourhood Plan has been
undertaken through extensive
consultation. This has taken a

variety of forms including:

e A number of events in direct
support of the Plan when
members of the public were
invited to offer their thoughts
in relation to the development
of the town.

e Aninvitational event when key
stakeholder groups in the
town were invited to share
their thoughts and concerns
relating to the needs of the
Plan.

e An assessment of the output
from other pertinent
consultations carried out in
Warminster over recent years.
These include: derivation of
the Town Plan, the latest
iteration of the Community
Plan, benchmarking and
others.

A summary of the principle sources
of data used to inform the
Neighbourhood Plan Vision and
Scoping Study is shown in the
adjacent table. The methodology
adopted in each case is outlined
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below before the main findings
from each source are summarised.

Consultation in support of
the Neighbourhood Plan

A significant volume of topical
information is available from a
variety of different initiatives on the
issues that affect Warminster. The
Steering Group therefore planned
two consultation events to
specifically aid the derivation of the
objectives for the Neighbourhood
Plan.

The first event was run in parallel
with the Christmas Market and
allowed a wide spectrum of the
community to have their say on the
issues affecting Warminster. The
second event took the form of an
evening forum when the main
stakeholder groups in the town,
along with other pertinent bodies,
were invited to a discussion on the
likely impact that new housing and
employment might have on the
town.

Beyond the above, an opportunity
arose to address the Warminster
Civic Trust when it was possible to
solicit the views of its members.

The Steering Group recognises that
further, extensive consultation will
be necessary during the ‘delivery’
phase of the project to help shape
the eventual Neighbourhood Plan.

Consultation carried out in

support of the Town Plan
Consultation carried out during
derivation of the Town Plan began
by seeking the views of key
stakeholder groups. It included a
workshop and walking audit of the
town. It continued by seeking the
views of local residents at an event
held in the Three Horseshoes Walk.
The latter consultation solicited
over 400 comments on
Warminster’s best and worst
attributes, along with wishes for the
future of the town.

Derivation of the Community

Area Plan

An update of the Community Area
Plan to cover the period 2013-2026
has recently been completed by the
Warminster and Villages
Community Partnership. The work
commenced with a postal canvas of
local households to identify their
issue of concern. Over 900 returns
were received. This data has been
used to prioritise proposed actions
across eight themes covering:
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e Community safety

e Culture, leisure and sport

e Economy and tourism

e Education, learning and skills

e  Environment and the
countryside

e Health and wellbeing

e Planning and housing

e Transport

Town Users’ Survey
Benchmarking has been carried out
in Warminster over the last three
years under the auspices of Action
for Market Towns (AMT). The
output for 2011 and 2012 is

contained in the respective reports.

The report for 2013 will not be
published until early 2014 but the
relevant raw data is available. This
work has included each year a
survey of town users to identify
both good and bad points, and also
to solicit ideas for improvement.
Some 488 people have contributed
to this survey since benchmarking
began, leading in turn to the
identification of a wide range of
issues that require attention. Of
significance, it represents new
information that was not available
at the time that the Town Plan was
in preparation.

Business Confidence Survey
Benchmarking has similarly sought
the views of businesses in the town
centre with returns being
anonymous. The 2011 and 2012
Benchmarking reports detail the
respective findings each year.
Meanwhile the 2013 survey data is
available in ‘raw’ form and has been
analysed for inclusion in this study.
The resultant 204 returns across the
three-year period provide a useful
business perspective on what is
both good and bad about trading in
Warminster. They also offer broad-
ranging suggestions on aspects that
are perceived to need improving.

Review of Strategic Land

Sites.

With growing concern in
Warminster about the possible
development of strategic land sites,
over and above new housing
identified by Wiltshire Council’s
Core Strategy, Warminster Town
Council arranged an open meeting
on the topic which took place on 21
May 2013 in the Civic Centre. The
purpose of this session was to allow
public dissemination of information
and to seek views from the floor.
Approximately 150 people attended
the event which culminated in the

identification of a wide range of
issues.

West Urban Extension

consultation events

Wiltshire Council’s Core Strategy
covers the period up to 2026. Itis
intended as a development plan for
the whole of the county and
provides:

e The key principles for future
development across the
county.

e A strategic assessment of
where new housing and
employment should be
located.

e The policies that will apply in
the assessment of related
planning applications.

The Core Strategy is expected to be
adopted in its final form in the near
future. The proposed strategy for
Warminster is to: ‘increase the level
of employment, town centre retail
and service provision, along with
residential development, as part of
sustainable growth’. It will
therefore have a significant impact
on the area covered by this
Neighbourhood Plan.



The Core Strategy outlines the
following specific measures in
relation to Warminster:

®  Six ha of new employment
land is identified in addition to
that already delivered or
committed. The aim is to
ensure that, so far as possible,
people live close to their place
of work.

e Atleast 1,770 new homes will
be provided in the community
area, of which 1,650 will be
built in Warminster. This
includes 900 dwellings on land
identified to the west of
Warminster. This area is
known as the West Urban
Extension.

The developers of the West Urban
Extension, Persimmon and Hannick
Homes, along with GL Hearn, a
Property Consultancy, are currently
developing their plans for the site.
They are carrying out a number of
public consultations as part of this
process. It has provided the town
with a parallel opportunity to solicit
the views of residents, contributing
in turn to an increased
understanding of the consequential
issues. The information captured
during these events is therefore
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highly pertinent to this
Neighbourhood Plan.

Boreham Road NDO

consultation

The Warminster and Villages
Development Trust and the
National Self Build Association
identified in early 2011 that land
close to the Bishopstrow
roundabout on Boreham Road may
be suitable for development under
a Neighbourhood Development
Order. It resulted in a public
consultation in spring 2013 when
the views of local residents were
sought. 117 questionnaires were
returned to the organisers. The
subsequent report to the Town
Development Committee of
Warminster Town Council captured
a range of issue pertinent to this
Neighbourhood Plan. They are
therefore included in this
document.

Home Farm consultation
Hallam Land Management Ltd has
indicated a desire to build
approximately 320 houses off
Boreham Road at Home Farm and
to the rear of The Dene. Concerned
by the potential development, the
East Boreham Residents Action
Group (EBRAG) was formed to voice

the concerns of local residents and
others. Their first public meeting
was attended by approximately 106
people.

The existence of this group is noted
and feedback from its deliberations
is likely to be relevant to the
neighbourhood area.

Community campus

consultation

With Warminster set to have a
Community Campus under a
Wiltshire Council initiative, a
shadow Community Operations
Board was established in late 2013.
The process is expected to include
extensive public consultation on the
form of the proposed campus and
associated issues. It will therefore
influence future community and
leisure facilities in the town. This
work will be carried out in parallel
with, and needs to inform, the
Neighbourhood Plan.



Findings from consultation in direct support of Neighbourhood Plan

Neighbourhood Plan Working
Group members carried out a public
consultation at the Civic Centre on
30 November 2013 between 10am
and 3pm in parallel with the
Christmas Market. Footfall in the
building was high and a total of 144
separate comments were recorded
during the event. They have been
categorised under a number of
different themes for ease of
analysis. The following chart shows
their overall ranking based on the
related number of comments.
Details of the specific observations
made during the consultation
follow.

The retail offer in Warminster
attracted the most comments (15
per cent). They varied from an
appreciation of the present range of
good, independent retail shops to a
wish list for new shops. The lack of
any decent shoe shop was singled
out as the most significant
shortcoming, along with an absence
of men’s clothing. Few issues were
raised about how the offer needed
to evolve for a growing population
although there was a general sense
that increased trade would be good
for the various outlets.
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Health care was frequently cited as
a source of concern during the
consultation; it represented 13 per
cent of all comments. The present
waiting time to see a doctor was
generally judged to be poor and this
state of affairs was expected to get
worse as the population continues
to grow. The need for another
surgery and more doctors were
therefore cited as necessary
improvements along with better
access to NHS dentists. Care of the
elderly and day care centres were
also the source of further
comments.

Leisure facilities attracted a similar
number of comments as health
care. Most of the concerns related
to the lack of sufficient facilities for
young children and teenagers.
Suggestions for improvement
included the need for improved
play areas in the outlying estates,
better swimming facilities and more
clubs and activities, particularly in
the evening.

Ten per cent of all comments
related to parking around the town.
Whilst some contributors felt there
was a need for more free parking

and better parking, others
considered that parking was
generally good. Noteworthy
concerns included the growing
problem of displaced parking from
the town centre and the absence of
parking enforcement. The adequacy
of car parking in new developments
was also judged to be important.

The town scene attracted 9 per cent
of all comments. Many were
favourable and commented on the

need to preserve the existing
character and ambience of
Warminster. The general sense was
that the town should make the best
of what it has got which required in
turn some improvement to its
fabric. Specific concerns related to
flooding, particularly along Fairfield
Road and on the pavement outside
M&Co.

Education attracted 8 per cent of all
comments. The single greatest issue
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to emerge was the provision of
secondary education and the need
for another school on the west side
of town to support new housing.

Traffic around the town seems to
be attracting more comments than
in the past, suggesting that it
represents a growing problem.
Cross-town traffic was cited as a
particular issue by a number of
participants, and this was linked to
the present secondary school being
located on the east side of
Warminster. Some concern was
also expressed about the adequacy
of roads in new developments,
particularly when combined with
on-street parking issues.

Although employment at 7 per cent
of all comments did not feature
high in the priorities of most
participants, there was a general
sense that the town needed more
job opportunities, particularly in
support of new housing. Skilled
work that was better paid and the
need for an increased number of
apprentice schemes were both
cited as particular desires.

Public transport attracted only 4
per cent of all comments. It was
generally felt to be good during the
day but was poor in the evening
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and detracted from people taking
advantage of the evening economy.

A range of other comments were
offered that do not fall into any of
the above categories. Those judged
to be of significance include:

e Theintroduction of
community shops, community
centres and play areas as part
of new developments.

e The need for green spaces
between new housing.

e The need for more quality
housing.

e The availability of support for
the growing infrastructure.

e The availability of social
housing.

e The existing offering of the
town and its ability to support
organic growth.



Town Plan Vision and Scoping Study findings

Findings from consultation in
support of the Town Plan were
grouped under four headings,
namely: best attributes, worst
attributes, aspirations and the
views of stakeholders.

Best attributes

Opinion on Warminster’s best
attributes was equally spread.
Shops and services were most
valued by a narrow margin, with
specific mention of the
independent stores which exist in
the town centre. Warminster’s
atmosphere was the least valued
theme in terms of overall
comments, but the friendliness of
people, which gives the town its
sense of community, was
specifically highlighted.

Worst attributes

Comments in this category showed
that residents are most concerned
about retail provision in the town,
particularly in terms of quality and
diversity. Residents were also
concerned about: the physical
environment in the town centre,
community and leisure facilities,

and transport and traffic issues.

Steering Group

The views of the steering group and
key stakeholders were grouped
together in the Town Plan Vision
and Scoping Study as ‘issues’ and
‘opportunities’. A number of these
ideas have already been addressed
or overtaken by subsequent events.
Those aspects that remain relevant
to the Neighbourhood Plan include:
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Issues

Warminster School is expanding but seems fairly
insular and integration with the town is minimal.

Warminster currently loses a large proportion of
people from its catchment area to other towns.

Three Horseshoes Walk is unattractive.

The Warminster and Villages
Community Partnership (WVCP)
canvassed a significant number of
households during 2012 to identify
pertinent issues to be taken
forward in the latest update of the
Community Area Plan. Its findings
are therefore significant.

The identified issues are grouped
together under eight themes. They
reflect aspects raised by the Joint
Strategic Assessment carried out in
January 2012 but weighted by the
results from the WVCP survey. The
findings under each of the various
themes are summarised below.

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Town Centre Users’ Survey

The aim of the Town Centre Users’
Survey is to establish how the town
is seen by those people who use it.
It not only captures good and bad
attributes, but respondents are
invited to offer suggestions on what
measures would help to improve
the town. It therefore provides
pointers on perceived issues and
allows year-on-year trends to be
tracked in the process.

The full results of the surveys
carried out in 2011 and 2012 are
available in the respective
benchmarking reports. An initial
assessment of the comparable data
for 2013 has also been carried out
and the findings are included in this
report. In all 489 people have
contributed to the surveys over the
three-year period.

The key outcomes are shown in the
following charts as a percentage of
respondents answering each
question.
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The majority of respondents
indicate that the physical
appearance of the town is good or
very good. It is noteworthy that the
year-on-year trend suggests
continual improvement in this
regard.

Similarly the majority of people
interviewed during the survey
consider that that cleanliness of the
town is either good or very good.
The results suggest relatively few
issues in this area.
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Variety of Shops

It reinforces concerns about the
present retail offer but also
highlights a number of other issues
including:

e The need to enhance the town
scene. This includes concerns
relating to the continued poor
state of the old Town Hall.

e A frequently expressed
concern about the growing
number of cafés. However, the
lack of any good restaurant
was also noted.

e Anincreased variety of leisure
facilities was sought,
particularly for the town’s
youth.

e  Traffic congestion in the
centre of town is a growing
concern. Particular issues with
traffic lights and vehicle flow
along East Street were
highlighted.

e Car parking and the associated
charges were common themes
to emerge.

Suggestions to Improve the Town
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Business Confidence Survey

The aim of the Business Confidence
Survey, which is carried out as part
of benchmarking in the town, is to
establish and understand the
town’s economy. By establishing
the trading conditions of the
businesses in the town centre, both
retail and commercial, efforts can
be focussed on looking at issues of
concern and how to improve them.

The full results of the surveys
carried out in 2011 and 2012 are
available in the respective
Benchmarking Reports. Although
the comparable survey in 2013 has
only recently been completed, an
initial assessment of the ‘raw’ data
has been carried out to inform this
study.

Of key pertinence to the
Neighbourhood Plan, businesses
were asked during the survey for
their ideas on ways to improve the
economic performance of the town
centre. The substance of the 254
comments received over the three
years may be grouped under a
number of heading.

e Cars parking issues, and car
parking charges in particular,
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are seen as a major factor to
deter shoppers. Day long
parking for people working in
the town is also cited as a
problem.

The need for improved
support of businesses is of
concern to a significant
number of outlets. Business
rates and high property rentals
are particular issues.

Many businesses feel that the
town needs more ‘attractors’
not only in the form of an
enhanced variety of shops but
also through improvements to
the street scene. Such
thoughts reflect a desire to
make Warminster a
destination of choice.

A number of businesses
consider there is a need for
improved promotion of the
town, along with events that
increase the footfall.

A small number of other
suggestions were made.
These include improving the
market offering so that it also
becomes an ‘attractor’ for the
town. Traffic issues are also
highlighted, particularly in
relation to the Weymouth

Street junction with Market
Place and along East Street.

Review of strategic land sites

Central Government requires
counties to manage future
developments to ensure that
communities have an appropriate
balance of jobs, services, facilities
and homes, and that land
availability is not a constraint on the
delivery of further housing.
Wiltshire Council satisfies this
requirement through its Core
Strategy 2011-2026 which draws
on its own Strategic Housing Land
Availability Assessment (SHLAA).

The SHLAA provides information on
a range of potential housing sites,
covering both green field and
previously developed land. It
indicates how the requirement for
new homes might be met.

The assessment is purely a ‘desk-
top’ judgement as to whether a
piece of land confirms to a
minimum size/standard for the
proposed use. The assessment is
not directly related to need and
sites are offered by commercial
developers or individuals as they
see fit, or at the invitation of
Wiltshire Council. The appearance
of a plot of land in the SHLAA is no
guarantee that it will be developed.
Equally, it is not necessary for a
particular plot to have been
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identified in the SHLAA for it to be
subject to a planning application.

Whilst the consultative meeting on
21 May 2013 was intended
primarily to air the background and
intent of the SHLAA, the
subsequent discussion highlighted a
range of concerns. Key issues to
emerge covered:

e The planning process and
consultative aspects in
particular.

e How the loss of countryside
around Warminster was
managed as the town grew.

e The delivery of new
infrastructure to be provided
in support of new
developments.

e The process for dealing with
‘flood risk assessment’ issues
relating to SHLAA sites.

e The relationship between
Wiltshire Council’s Core
Strategy and other areas
assessed as suitable for
development.

e The need for local ‘corner’
shops as part of new
developments such as Victoria
Fields.

e How infrastructure
requirements in terms of
schools, medical facilities and
shops for new developments
are identified and
implemented.

The nature of the open meeting and
associated discussion session
prevented any ranking of the above
issues. They nevertheless highlight
two essential features. First, there
is a need to understand the wider
consequential impact of new
developments on the town not only
in terms of infrastructure but also
services and facilities. Second, new
developments not only need to be
integrated with the rest of the town
but also need their own community
facilities.
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West Urban Extension consultation events

Persimmon and Hannick Homes
have held two consultation events
to seek views on their evolving
proposals for the West Urban
Extension. The first exhibition was
held on 23-24 May 2013; the
second was held on 20-21
September 2013.

A general update was published by
the companies after the first event.
It highlighted in turn a number of
wishes that were put forward by
participants. These included:

e The need to afford priority to
local services, education,
health care and social
infrastructure in developing
proposals for the site.

e Asimilar need to consider
landscaping as part of the
development.

e Concerns about flooding and
drainage.

e Ageneral desire for local
shops to be included as part of
the development.

A number of other general points
arose including:
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e  Environmental and
landscaping issues.

e The need for more
information on employment
proposals.

e The need for more
information on transport
proposals and parking.

The second event followed a similar
pattern to the first. However, with
the agreement of the two
companies, Neighbourhood Plan
Working Group members asked
attendees for their thoughts on the
indicative plans. The aim was to
better understand perceived issues
resulting from the development
that might have a wider impact on
the neighbourhood area. Fifty-three
people provided input covering a
variety of topics. These included:

e Environmental issues
e  Traffic

e  Education

o  Health care

e Leisure

e Emergency services
e Employment

e  Retail

A supplementary question was
asked in parallel to ascertain
awareness of the intended
community campus. It indicated
that only 15 per cent of
respondents knew of the initiative.
However, most of these had few
ideas of the detail.

The results of the above
consultation carried out by
members of the Neighbourhood
Plan Working Group are covered in
detail in the body of this report.
The broad outcomes are shown in
the attached chart given their wide
applicability across the
Neighbourhood Area.
